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Notations will remain on the student’s transcript for a maximum of five (5) years. After two (2) years of 

the notation being on the transcript, a student may file a request to have the permanent notation 

removed from their transcript. Requests to remove a notation are made to the Vice-President 

Education. All requests to remove notations of academic misconduct from a transcript must explain the 

reason for the request, what the student has learned from the experience, and what they have done to 

ensure violations of academic integrity will not occur again.      

 

All other violations of academic integrity will be a part of the student’s record with the Office of the
